The Select missing words question type looks simi-
lar the Cloze question type, but now the editor is
available (Fig.4) so you don’t need to use codes. The
question editor allows you to group the choices so that
the relevant choices will display for a particular blank.
The choice grouping works the same way in the Drag
and drop into text question type, and the box colors
indicate the relevant items (Fig.2). The Drag and
drop onto image question type allows you to drag
choices to space holders on the image. All together,
these tools present a whole new array of quiz possibili-
ties.
