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10.  Addition to MAJ by-laws

(Drafted on September 3" 2012, modified on October 23rd, 2012)

IX Local Chapters

1. As stipulated in section I. | of our constitution, any local Moodle user group can form a MAJ local chapter.
Interested parties should apply for MAJ recognition in forming of a local chapter by using a designated
application form. The local chapters should abide by the following related rules.

2. Name of chapter: The name of each local chapter shall be Moodle Association of Japan; ******

Chapter (e.g. Moodle Association of Japan: Tokyo Chapter)

3. Aim of chapter: The aim of the chapter shall be to promote the use and development of the open source
Moodle LMS. Its purposes shall be education, research & development, professional networking, and
fund-raising for MAJ and/or the global Moodle network. Chapters shall solicit national MAJ memberships
and donations to the global Moodle network (i.e. Moodle Trust) through organizations that contribute
directly to Moodle Headquarters such as MAJ and Moodle Partners. Its services shall encourage the growth
of the whole Moodle ecosystem across Japan,

4. Project: To be considered a chapter in good standing, the members shall organize at least one event
per year.

5. Minimum size: The minimum number of members with paid national memberships to start a chapter shall
be five.

6. Non-member attendance: Chapters can allow non-members to attend their meetings, though national
membership should be promoted on all occasions.

7. Membership fees/Event fees: In principle, local chapter events should be offered free of charge to all
national members. When charging money, it should be a minimum charge for necessities, such as
workshop materials, room rental fees, refreshments, travel fees for special trainers, etc.

8. Bookkeeping: Local chapters may have a bank account, but should keep the balance at the minimum
level. Ideally, each local event should not leave any overage. For simplicity, local chapters will initially be
financially independent, and not be included in national auditing of MAJ financial records.

9. Grants and liabilities: Local chapters do not receive any chapter grant money from the national office; nor
they owe any liabilities to the national office.

10. Officers: There should be one or more contact persons per chapter, to be listed on the national website
and in newsletters

11. Obligations to the national association: A chapter representative shall send in a report for national
newsletters each time they are issued.

12. Benefits of becoming a chapter: A chapter may reap the following benefits.



12-1 Workshop leaders: MAJ may dispatch workshop leaders to chapter events if requested and if a
budget has been allocated. Travel expenses would be reimbursed directly to the workshop leaders by
MAJ.

12-2 Sub-domain: Each chapter may request for a subdomain on the MAJ webserver, such as

12-3 Trademark: Each chapter in good standing may use the Moodle trademark to advertise its
meetings and programs.
13. Violations: If a chapter appears not to comply with the above-mentioned rules, or becomes a
profit-making venture or fails to abide by the principles and values of the Moodle community,

its chapter status will be removed, and permission to use the Moodle trademark removed.
